The system consists of two majer compeonents: @ main unit and a
remole control iransmitter

The main unitis the "brain” of the system. The built-in
programmable microprocessor moniters your vehicle for optimal
protection while offering varnous options 1o tailor the system to the
preferences of difiarent usars.

The pocket-sized remote control allows you to turn the system on
and off from outside the vehicle while simuilaneously locking and
unlocking the doors®. The transmitler can also be used to
Intentionally activate the horn or optional siren in case of an
emergency.

To take full advantage of your Honda Security System, we
encourage you to read this manual thoroughly.

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Precautions

Remote Control Ranga
Several factors affect and reduce
remole control range. Among
these are:

1, Proximity to buildings and
aulomobiles.

2. Proximity to high power
transmittars (talevision, radio,
cellular, HAM radio, etc.).

3. When the battery becomes
weak, the remote control
range bacomes shor.

Vehicle construction and the
surreunding environment cause
reflected waves that may
interfere with the low powar RF
signal transmitted by the remote
control. This Inlerference may
result in "dead spets” around the
vehicle; places where remote
control signais will not be
accepted by the main unit. )

RELOCK A toalure where the system reamms itself and locks the doors 30 seconds after being
disarmed by the remote control transmitter. This feature is disabled if any of the doors, the
Irunk, or hood is opened during the 30 second time period.

SENSOR CANCELLATION A feature which cancels {ignores) a particular sensor which has caused the afarm fo be
tripped conseculively for 10 minutes.

TRIPPED SENSOR INDICATION | A feature which indicates, through the status LED, the sensor which tripped the alarm.

LAST TRIPPED SENSOR A diagrostic feature which recalls the last Iripped sensor from memory. This feature is not
RECALL disabled once the alarm is rearmed

TRIPPED SENSOR WARNING A feature which tells the owner that the alarm was Inpped in histher absence.
